He had been modeling for several years and this
list is the result of those years. Even though he builds primarily armor and the colors noted are for
olive drab vehicles, these steps can be used for any modeling genre replacing the colors
indicated.”

Primer (black)

Base color — panel fading (olive drab)
Light panel fading (light olive drab)
Future for decals

Apply decals

Paint/correct/modify decals
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Paint wheels and tracks
